Overview
Over 2000 Arizona DECA students, advisors and volunteers are expected to participate in the 2012  State CDC. The CDC will be held at the Phoenix Civic Plaza in downtown Phoenix, Arizona.

Costs

$10 – Pre-Conference Competition Training/State Only Event Registration (March 4th)
$15 – Suns Game (March 4th)

$25 – March 4th combo (training and Suns game together)

$65 – Conference Registration for all students and adults who are not judging
$85 – All out-of-Maricopa County students/adults not staying at the Hyatt
$100 – Chapter registration (waived if registration is receive on or before January 27th)

$180 – Housing cost per room, per night.  Single – Quad (all taxes and fees included)

SHOULD BE MADE PAYABLE TO ARIZONA DECA
What you need to know before registering your students:

· All participating students must be officially registered DECA Members as of 2/1/12 and have scored a minimum of 50% on either the District or State DECA Test

· Students who wish to compete in the State-Only events must qualify by scoring 80 or higher the District Test

· Students may only be registered in one event per day 

· Students in team events (any event ending in the code “tdm” must have one partner)

· Students who have a partner who doesn’t show in a “tdm” event will be allowed participate by themselves,  however will be disqualified for ICDC eligibity in that event

On-Line Testing
All testing will be done on-line at your local school during the month of February.  
Test instructions will be available on the “Competitive Events” page of the Arizona DECA website.  All students will take one of 4 different state tests depending on which competition they are registered for…review the “competitive events list” excel sheet on the State CDC page of the Arizona DECA Website for more information.
The Exam is weighted at 34% in determining competitor ranking for individual events and 50% in determining competitor ranking for team events.  The remaining score will be derived from the role-playing scores and resume submission.
Since some of the questions may involve calculations and computations involving marketing situations, students are encouraged to use a basic calculator (PALM PILOTS, SCIENTIFIC CALCULATORS and CELL PHONES ARE NOT ALLOWED)

Any student who misses the on-line testing window or has a special need that prohibits them from taking the on-line test may request permission to take the test at the State Conference at the Phoenix Civic Plaza.  
Principles Events
Arizona DECA offers 3 competitions specifically designed for first-year freshmen and sophomore DECA Members.  Any freshmen and sophomore listed on a 2010-11 DECA Roster is not allowed to compete in these competitions whether or not they have attended a DECA Conference in the past.
Voting Delegates:
Each Chapter that attends CDC  is entitled to at least 1 voting delegate.  Most chapters will have multiple voting delegates based on their overall membership totals as of February 2, 2012.  The Voting Delegates are selected by the Chapter Delegation or Chapter Advisor and are empowered to cast their votes for the top 4 Officer Candidates of their choice.

Criteria for Voting Delegate Selection:
Voting delegates assume great responsibility in the selection of the leadership of Arizona DECA. Each voting delegate should be an active, knowledgeable DECA member and should fully understand the serious nature of his/her role as a Voting Delegate. 

Voting will take place on Tuesday morning during the same time as 30-page written event competition.  Please try not to select students who are participating in the 30-page written competitions to be voting delegates.

State Officer Candidates are not allowed to be voting delegates.

Non-Competitive Awards:

Century Club – Annual award given to chapters who achieve 100 or more members

Diamond Club – Arizona Scholarship Program in which chapters may donate money in exchange for a plaque and the opportunity to apply for Arizona DECA Scholarships

Levels:

Silver - $75 (New Chapters Only)

Gold - $100

Platinum - $150

Diamond - $200 

Adult Awards:

Administrator of the Year – The Arizona DECA Administrator of the Year Award recognizes up to (2) deserving local Chapter Administrators (Superintendant, Principal, Assistant Principal, Guidance Counselor) who have demonstrated outstanding and on-going support to a local DECA Chapter which has resulted in membership growth and student success.

Local Chapter Advisors who submit a nomination must clearly communicate how the nominee has gone above and beyond normal job duties to assist in the development and success of a local DECA Chapter.  

Advisor of the Year – Annual award given to a local Chapter Advisor who has consistently helped build membership throughout a specific local school district or area and has actively participated in the growth and development of all Arizona DECA Students and Teachers.  (no nomination form is available as the recipient is chosen by the State DECA Director)

Rising Star Awards – These awards are given to newer Chapter Advisors (5 years or less) who have shown potential for great leadership at the local and Area levels by actively participating in local, state and regional activities and volunteering to serve on boards and committees to better Arizona DECA as a whole.
(no nomination form is available as the recipient is chosen by the State DECA Director)

Honorary Life Award – Award given to a retiring local Chapter or State Advisor who has served Arizona DECA at either the local or state level diligently throughout their career.  This award is typically meant for educators directly tied into Arizona DECA.

Outstanding Service Award – Award given to a business partner or community support member who has served Arizona DECA at either the local or state level diligently for an extended period of time.  

Additions and Substitution Policy 2012:

Substitutions

Substitutions are only allowed in the same event only for the same school

(ie…if a student cannot attend, they may be replaced by another student from the same school in that same event only)

Additions

Additions will be allowed in every event that is not deemed “full”

Event Changes – NOT ALLOWED
No student will be allowed to change events once their registration is received

Drops

Any student who cannot attend the conference for any reason after registration has closed (February 3rd) will not receive any refund

Minimal Qualifications Policy

· All students must get test score of 50% or higher on either the District or State in order to be eligible for State CDC Competition

· Students who do not meet the test requirement my register and attend the pre-con training on Sunday, March 4th to gain edibility.

· If a student registers for the conference and does not make the minimal test requirement nor attends the pre-con training, they will may attend the State Conference and participate in the career development workshops in lieu of competition.  Any student who drops past the registration deadline of February 3rd will be charged the full registration fee
· All students will also be required to submit a resume prior to February 17th
State-Only Events
There will be 3 State-Only events offered on Sunday, March 4th 

· Public Speaking (prepared)

· Public Speaker (impromptu)

· Parliamentary Procedures (team event)

· Participants must score 80 or better on the District Test to qualify for these events

· Participants must pay an additional $10 fee to register for these events

· Because these are State-Only events, winners will receive on-stage recognition at the state conference, but will not be eligible for ICDC in these categories

Hotel Reservations
The Hyatt Regency in Downtown Phoenix will once again serve as the only official hotel for the State DECA Conference.  We have put 250 rooms on hold for March 4th and 450 rooms on hold for March 5th.
